PETERSEN SPLASH PAD AT WATSON PARK
RULES AND REGULATIONS
2021
· All persons using the splash pad do so at their own risk.

· Proof of Braintree Residency required to use splash pad.

· Cameras are in use for monitoring by Braintree Police Department.

· Children under 10 years of age must be accompanied by an adult (18 years or older), and must be supervised by that adult at all times.

· Running, undue roughness, horseplay and other inappropriate behavior are strictly prohibited.

· Splash pad is designed for recreation purposes and not for bathing. No soaps, detergents and shampoos are allowed.

· Climbing or playing on components is not permitted.

· The Town is not responsible for lost or stolen articles.

· Only clean swim apparel may be worn at the splash pad.

· Children who are not toilet trained must wear tight-fitting plastic pants over a swim diaper.

· Skateboards, bicycles, scooters, skates, roller blades or any type of wheeled vehicle (with exception wheelchairs or other assistive devices) are not allowed in the splash pad area.
· No animals, except for service animals, are permitted in the splash pad area.

· No glass containers of any kind are permitted.

· No drinks or food of any kind are permitted.

· No alcohol or tobacco of any kind is permitted.

· The water from the splash pad features is not suitable for drinking.

· Use prohibited by all persons having any contagious diseases or infectious conditions. 

· Use of the splash pad facility is prohibited when thunder is heard or lightning is seen, including a 30-minute period after the last lightning or thunder is detected.
Hours of Operation: 10:00am – 7:00pm, July 4th until August 29th
· The splash pad may be closed at any time due to weather, maintenance of equipment or other operational concerns.
